Friendswood Youth Lacrosse Policies and Procedures
The mission of Friendswood Youth Lacrosse (FYLAX) is to provide young boys and girls the opportunity to participate in organized youth lacrosse and develop individual skills required to advance to the next levels of organized lacrosse. 

These are the documented policies and procedures for the administration of the Friendswood Youth Lacrosse organization.

Safety


The safety of the children playing with Friendswood Youth Lacrosse is our 
primary concern. Coaches and players are expected to follow all of the rules as 
they pertain to player safety. 

Friendswood Youth Lacrosse sponsored games and practices will not take place 
in the event of inclement weather. Inclement weather is defined by the presence of 
active lightening or hazardous weather warnings. In general, Friendswood Youth 
Lacrosse sponsored games will take place in cold or rainy weather if no lightening 
or hazardous weather warnings is present.  
Sportsmanship


Coaches, players, board members and parents are expected exhibit good 
sportsmanship towards opponents and officials at all Friendswood Youth 
Lacrosse sponsored games and events.

Coaches and players will be held responsible for their sportsmanship under the 
rules of the game of lacrosse and policies and procedures of Friendswood Youth 
Lacrosse.

Team Organization/Draft

Regular Season Teams


Parity is the primary objective when organizing Friendswood only teams to 
compete against one another during the regular season. Player tryouts and the 
draft must be organized in a fashion to achieve parity across all teams in each 
division.

All players who have registered to participate should be given the opportunity to 
tryout in front of all of the participating coaches at least once prior to the draft. 
The coaches must agree on a grading scale for the skill level of the players. Each 
coach must evaluate each of the players and assign an appropriate value on the 
skill level grading scale for each player. The division manager will collect and 
average all of the skill level assignments for all of the players who have tried out 
for each division. 

Players will be organized into skill level buckets and a round robin blind draft will 
be conducted. Each skill bucket will be emptied in a round robin blind draft 
before moving on to the next skill bucket.

Friendswood Youth Lacrosse should attempt to keep the total number of players 
on each team as low as reasonably possible. A team consisting on 16-18 players 
provides enough players to field a competitive team while also providing a small 
enough number of players for effective coaching during practice as well as a 
small enough number of players to necessitate the use of all players during the 
course of a normal game.

GHYLA or All-Star Teams


Assuming all post-season and/or all-star teams will complete against non-
Friendswood teams in the area, the players for these teams should be selected and 
organized to provide for the most competitive teams possible. Post-season and/or 
all-star teams should be selected by the votes of all of the coaches in the division 
from a list of interested players who played on a Friendswood Youth Lacrosse 
team during the regular season. 
Coaches


Coaches will be selected by the division managers prior to the draft from 
interested and capable candidates who submit their names for consideration.


Post-season and/or all-star coaches will be selected by a committee of several 
members of the Friendswood Youth Lacrosse Board of Directors.


All coaches will submit to a background check by Friendswood Youth Lacrosse. 
Results of the background check will be considered by the division manager and 
the board of directors as a criterion for selection of coaches.
Coaches will be expected to maintain a minimum code of conduct while participating in games, practices or any Friendswood Youth Lacrosse sponsored event. Foul language, emotional or physical abuse or poor sportsmanship will not be tolerated. Any coach may be removed from any Friendswood Youth Lacrosse sponsored activity by an official or a board member if the minimum code of conduct is not 
maintained. Any coach removed from a game by an official or by a member of the board will be suspended from his team’s next scheduled game. Each of the first two offenses will result in the coach’s suspension from his team’s next scheduled game. The third offense will result in the expulsion of the offending coach from all of his team’s games for the remainder of the season.
Disputes and Mediation


In the event of any dispute or complaint between coaches, board members, 
parents, officials or players, the board of directors will convene a meeting to 
conduct hearings, review the facts and establish recommendations regarding 
disputes or complaints. The recommendations of the board of directors shall be 
the final resolution.
Facilities


Friendswood Youth Lacrosse will leverage the facilities of the City of 
Friendswood and the Friendswood Independent School District to provide for the 
practice and game day facilities. 


Friendswood Youth Lacrosse will maintain all game day equipment required to 
support game day activities.

Friendswood Youth Lacrosse will coordinate with the Friendswood Junior High 
School and Friendswood High School lacrosse organizations to coordinate and 
leverage the use of lacrosse facilities and equipment where possible.

Registration


The Friendswood Youth Lacrosse Board of Directors will establish registration 
fees prior to each registration exercise. Payment of registration fees must be 
received at the time of a player’s registration.


In specific circumstances approved by the Board of Directors payment plans are 
available for those requesting one. Payment must be completed before the season 
begins.


Legitimate financial hardship will not be allowed to prevent a child from 
participating in Friendswood Youth Lacrosse. Specific cases of financial hardship 
will be considered and financial waivers will be approved by the board of 
directors.

Refunds
Friendswood Youth Lacrosse registration fees can be fully refunded prior to the first organized practice of a player’s assigned team. No refund of Friendswood Youth Lacrosse registration fees will be provided following to the first organized practice of a player’s assigned team. 
Friendswood Youth Lacrosse is not responsible for the refund of any other fees or expenses associated with or required to participate in Friendswood Youth Lacrosse.

Player Eligibility

Residency Requirement - Each eligible player must live within the Friendswood city limits.

US Lacrosse Membership – Each eligible player must maintain a current basic membership with US Lacrosse.

Age/Grade – Each eligible player must be enrolled in the appropriate grade level or be of the grade appropriate age to participate.
